p When alone N would break everything in house & scatter about 

p When SM was heard coming N would begin to cry 

p SM would pacify him by chanting 

p No one knew how the mess was created 

p Someone: must have been a demon frustrated b/c he couldn’t take the baby due to 
our protective mantras 

p He must’ve become angry and therefore done this 

p This was a daily pastime

p Saci & friends  –  Nimai (because was born under Nim tree & to protect him so that 
he wouldn’t perish like his sisters, to protect from ghosts & spirits & to give long 
life)
